The prophet Jeremiah, like Jesus, was persecuted by people who were not willing to hear and believe in his
message. John the Baptist, too, was victim to the “kill the messenger” mentality.

How often do we retaliate toward others because we do not like their message, even when they are telling the truth?
Or, perhaps we, too, are judged badly because of some unwelcome truth that we speak or live.

Jesus’ words in this Sunday’s gospel speak to the cost and consequences of discipleship, even to the point of sowing
division within families. While we hope this might not happen with our loved ones, we should ask ourselves if it is
possible to avoid all pain and suffering when Jesus was not able to do so. As we hear today in our second reading,
“For the sake of the joy that lay before him he endured the cross, despising its shame” (Hebrews 12:2).

Nesse tempo (em que estive envolvido desde o primeiro dia)
havia sdmente ushers e estes serviam nas missas em inglés, presisava encontrar
leigos que preenchessem as lacunas nos ministérios da : musica, acolito, leitor, e
sacristdo, nesse tempo a comunhao era distribuida s6 ma espécie do pao e nao
havia ministros eucaristicos o que o tempo da entrega da comunhao fosse
pronlogado e suficiente para o grupo que cantava cantasse dois canticos. Nesse
tempo tinha uma atitude que se o que se dizia de nesta cidade os portugueses
serem quinze por cento da populacdo s6 uma percentagem minuscola
frequentava a recém aparecida Missa em portugués. Este problema ainda existe
nos nossos dias e consequentemente nao houve improvem,ente nenhum . Vé-se
bem que somos uma comunidade hoje que nos melhores dias andamos na casa
dos cem. Varos factores contribuem neste caso e nalguns ndo temos control

Reintroduciendo 1a Comunion del Caliz en Santa Clara

ALGUNAS DE LAS palabras mas recientes de la Misa se dirigen a los comulgantes
cuando escuchan: «La Sangre de Cristo».

La mayoria de los catdlicos crecieron recibiendo la Comunidn bajo una forma. Muchos contintian con esta
practica, aunque el céliz se ofrece en muchas mas ocasiones. La presentacion del caliz aun no se ha recibido con el
entusiasmo reservado para la Sagrada Hostia.

Sin embargo, la Instruccion General del Misal Romano nos anima:

La Sagrada Comunion adquiere una forma mas plena como signo cuando se realiza bajo las dos
especies. Porque en este signo del banquete Eucaristico se evidencia con mayor claridad y se expresa
con mayor claridad la voluntad divina por la cual se ratifica la nueva y eterna Alianza en la Sangre
del Seiior, asi como la conexion entre el banquete Eucaristico y el banquete escatolégico en el Reino
del Padre (281).

Al principio, por supuesto, compartir el Cuerpo y la Sangre del Sefor era comun. La Eucaristia evoluciono a partir
de las tradiciones culinarias del pueblo. Abstenerse del caliz habria sido tan extrafio como no beber nada durante la
cena.

Durante la Edad Media, compartir el caliz se hizo menos frecuente. Cuando los herejes comenzaron a negar la
presencia real de Cristo en la Eucaristia, la devocion se volvio mas estricta. Poco a poco, la gente se sinti6 indigna
de recibir la Comunion y la dejé en manos del clero. El miedo a derramar el caliz, la simplicidad de no ofrecerlo y el
peligro de propagacion de enfermedades contribuyeron a la practica de dar la Comunién bajo una sola forma solo
cuando la gente decidia recibirla. Dado que siempre hemos creido que Cristo estaba presente tanto en el pan
consagrado como en el vino consagrado, la gente razonaba que no necesitaba ambos para la verdadera experiencia
de la Comunion.

Sin embargo, hoy reflexionamos sobre este minimalismo. Aunque Cristo estd verdaderamente presente en ambas
especies, una luz mas plena ilumina el banquete eucaristico cuando recibimos ambas.

Al beber de la copa, primero inclinate y luego di "Amén" al ministro, con un tono sincero que revele tu fe en la
Sangre de Cristo que tienes ante ti. Luego, recibe la copa con ambas manos y bebe. Un buen sorbo. En un punto
intermedio entre rechinar los labios y tragar con fuerza. Disfruta del simbolo pleno del banquete eucaristico con
