As we draw attention more and more on our parish family’s participation in Sowing Seeds of Faith ~ A Campaign
for Spiritual Renewal, we focus this weekend on the nature of Stewardship.

Each of us is called to be a good steward/caretaker of all that God has given us: the Earth, our lives, the gifts and
talents that each of us has received. I remember what Bishop McGrath said often: “Every gift that we receive is on
its way, through us, to someone else. This is the nature of Christian Stewardship.

In Spanish, the word often translated as stewardship is corresponsabilidad. Indeed, it is a shared responsibility —
with one another and with God.

The readings at Mass this weekend call us to treat others with justice (Amos) and to realize that we cannot serve
both God and money (mammon), as we hear in the Gospel of Saint Luke.

Our co-responsibility calls us to serve God through the resources that are ours. For this reason, Stewardship has been
called “a disciple’s response.”

As we open our hearts to how the Lord is calling us to support the spiritual renewal that is foreseen as we Sow Seeds
of Faith, may we respond with a generosity of heart that is like the Lord’s own, for from Him, comes all that we
have and all that we are.

A liturgia deste domingo apresenta-nos imagens que nos mostram como Deus nos faz
administradores dos dons que nos sdo dados durante a nossa vida pelo seu Espirito Santo.

Os maiores génios que criaram musica sacra deixaram obras que continuam a tocar 0 nosso
coragdo ainda hoje, como a Ave Maria de Schubert, o Laudate Dominum de Mozart, ou o
Aleluia de Joseph Haydn. Nem todos eram catdlicos, mas inspiraram-se a criar musica para
Nossa Senhora, para a Ressurrei¢ao de Jesus Cristo, para a Sua Paixao e para muitos outros
momentos sagrados, cujas obras ainda escutamos e utilizamos em liturgias especiais.

Santa Cecilia foi uma instrumentista classica, tocava harpa, € nds aqui a celebramos pela
inspiragao que ela traz aos nossos musicos — sejam os que tocam instrumentos musicais na
Filarmonica, sejam os que usam as suas vozes e pertencem ao Grupo Coral Portugués da
Missa da nossa Comunidade Paroquial Portuguesa nesta paroquia.

Os musicos sdo leigos ao servigo da comunidade: seja a cantar as partes da liturgia da Missa,
como o Senhor, o Gloria, o Santo ou o Cordeiro de Deus, seja a cantar os canticos
escolhidos apropriadamente para que correspondam a mensagem das Leituras e do
Evangelho, sobretudo nos diferentes tempos littrgicos: Advento, Natal, Quaresma, Pascoa e
Tempo Comum.

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What is Christian Stewardship?

God has entrusted each of us with unique talents, gifts, and resources. He gives us more than we deserve,
not for our possession, but for our participation in His mission.

Itis this new way of living out our lives as intentional disciples—joyously sharing with Christ and others
what God has gifted to us—that is the practice of stewardship.

A Steward’s Response

Most campaigns focus solely on finances and raising money. While financial support is essential to the
success of this effort, the Sowing Seeds of Faith campaign is about far more than just dollars—it's about
discipleship.

We affirm that everything good we possess—far beyond material wealth—is a generous gift from God.
Through this campaign, we invite a deeper conversion: a shift from thinking, “All | have and all | am comes
from my hard work and intelligence,” to embracing the truth that, “All | have and all | am comes from a
loving God who has entrusted these blessings to me to be shared faithfully”

This is not merely a financial decision—it is a spiritual awakening. It's a call to live with open hands and
open hearts.

Once that conversion begins to take root, the heart of a steward responds by asking: How is God calling
me to use what ! have been given—more gratefully, more generously, and more faithfully—for the good
of others and the glory of His Church?
