J esus told the story of the rich man and the poor man — known as Dives and Lazarus — to teach his hearers a few

lessons. It is immoral for there to be such a divide between those who enjoy the riches of the world and those who
do not, especially when those who have could easily share with the less fortunate, usually choosing to ignore them.

Jesus also teaches that ignoring the invitation to the moral life (“Moses and the prophets”) and putting off the
conversion of heart to the way of Jesus will produce an irreversible outcome for the person. While wild dogs licked
Lazarus’ sores, he was taken up to heaven, but those who ignored him at their doorstep will not fare so well.

As Jesus said in so many other places, “Let anyone who has ears listen!”
