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From Monsignor Fran

Our readings this Sunday narrate the Old Testament healing from leprosy of Namaan and Jesus’ cure of ten lepers.
In each, we see the love of God Who wants only that humanity live to its potential.

Naaman at first resisted the instructions to wash in the River Jordan, but finally did as he was told, and he was
healed.

Jesus did not condition his healing of the ten on their gratitude; it was just the Lord’s way to make whole those who
had been touched by illness and subsequent isolation. The gospel makes it clear, however, that the man who

returned to offer his thanks was a Samaritan, “a foreigner,” as was Naaman, the Syrian.

When we dispense the gifts that are ours to others, do we place our own conditions on them, such as “Will they be
grateful?” or “Are they our kind of people?” Jesus did not; neither should we be stingy in our care for others.
