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From Monsignor Fran

The Gospel of Saint John is characterized as having two central parts: The Book of Signs and The Book of Glory.
The first of the signs occurs at Cana in Galilee, where Jesus turned water into wine. The last — and greatest sign — is
the raising of Lazarus from the dead.

From a footnote in the revised edition of the New American Bible:

The raising of Lazarus is the climax of the signs. It leads directly to the decision of the Sanhedrin to kill Jesus. The
theme of life predominates. Lazarus is a token of the real life that Jesus dead and raised will give to all who believe
in him. Johannine irony is found in the fact that Jesus’ gift of life leads to his own death.

The next chapter of the Gospel (Chapter 12) begins with the anointing of the feet of Jesus by Mary, the sister of
Lazarus and Martha. It was “six days before Passover,” the day before Palm Sunday. The Book of Glory depicts the
Crucifixion, Death and Resurrection of the Lord (in the language of the Gospel, Jesus’ “glorification”).

Our Elect, having been schooled by the Gospel of John to recognize Christ as Living Water and Sight to the Blind,
now focus on Him as the Giver of life beyond the grave. What we will soon celebrate in the life of the Lord at Easter
is a promise for each of us, the promise of our Baptism. We place our hope in the words of Jesus:

I am the resurrection and the life; whoever believes in me, even if they die, will live, and everyone who lives and
believes in me will never die.

Fifth Sunday Collection for Saint Vincent de Paul

Next weekend, we will take up a collection for the work of our local Saint Vincent de Paul Society. As you can
imagine, these times are particularly difficult for those who live on the fringes of society. Your generosity this
weekend and again on Holy Thursday can do much good. Thank you!

Palm Sunday Masses

Weather permitting, we will begin all weekend Masses in the grotto area between the church and the parish hall.
There, we will distribute and bless palms and hear the gospel reading of Jesus’ entry into Jerusalem, prior to the
procession that will lead us into the church. Please put extra effort to coming early to Mass, so that we can begin
on time, which is essential as we move from Mass to Mass throughout the morning and afternoon.

Peace and Justice Committee

Weekly Justice Challenges

The Gospel Sunday recounts the story of Jesus raising
Lazarus from the dead. It is eloquent to read that Jesus
wept when he saw how devastated Lazarus’ friends and
relatives were about his friend’s death. Jesus showed
such compassion and human emotion. The word
compassion is from the Latin words com (meaning with)
and pati (to suffer). Compassion, then, is suffering with others who are
hurting. Your challenge this week is to show compassion to someone who
is suffering. You might donate money to CRS or another organization
helping hurting people. Or you might give a sandwich to a homeless
person in your community. Whatever you do, remember that compassion
means entering into that person’s human condition, not with
condescension, but with a genuine sense of walking with them in their
experience.

Creative Care Tips

“Thus says the Lord God: I am going to open your graves, and bring you
up from your graves” —Ezekiel 37:12

As we near the end of Lent, the readings remind us
' that although something may appear dead, God can

bring new life to it. We may be fearful about the

direction things are going when we hear about

species extinction, polluted waterways, or wildfires

ravaging forests. This week, keep your eyes and ears
open for stories and examples of the regenerative power of nature. Look
for reminders of new life coming from what seems like death: a seed
planted that will sprout, a cocoon that will bring forth a butterfly, or an
egg that will crack for a bird to be hatched.

he prophets before Jesus had long spoken of God’s dreams for our world. In seasons of darkness and despair,

they would offer snapshots of hope for what it would be like in the “kingdom of God.” Those who were blind
would see. Those unable to walk would dance. Those imprisoned would be free. And those who had died would
be raised to life again.

In today’s gospel, we hear that Martha shared in the prophets’ hope. When Jesus tells her that her brother
Lazarus will rise, she replies, | know he will rise, in the resurrection on the last day.” In other words, Martha
believes in the coming “kingdom of God.” But then, Jesus stuns her with his response: “| am the resurrection and
the life” That is, “I am the kingdom of God.”

Origen of Alexandria—a third-century theologian—spoke of Jesus as the autobasileia. The term comes from two
Greek words: auto, meaning “self,” and basileia, meaning “kingdom.” It was his way of expressing that Jesus was
the fulfillment of all that the prophets had preached. He was all of God’s dreams for us manifest, not as had been
anticipated in a future
time, but in a living
person.

We still wait for God’s
dreams to be realized on
a global scale, but, like
Martha, we have seen
what that realization will
look like already in our
experience of Jesus. With
Martha, we can confess
that he is “the Messiah,
the Son of God, the one
who is coming into the

De una nota al pie en la edicion revisada de la Biblia de América:
