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From Monsignor Fran

On The Second Sunday of Easter, our gospel narrates an appearance by Jesus to the Apostles on Easter night and
then, again, the following Sunday. While this account often points to “Doubting Thomas,” who was not present with
the others when the Apostles first encountered the Risen Lord, I have always contended that Thomas received, in our
language, “a bum rap.”

Did he doubt Jesus’ appearance because he was unsure about Jesus? Or, perhaps, it was because of the others’ lack
of faith, who, although they saw the Lord, were still behind locked doors that second Sunday. Were they still
“processing” what it meant that the Lord, Whom they had abandoned to death on the Cross, was still alive? Or were
they still afraid that those who killed Jesus would come after them? For whatever reason, the disciples did not
convince Thomas that Jesus had really appeared to them.

You and I, who meet the Lord in the Scriptures and the Sacraments — how faithful are we in witnessing the living
presence of the Risen Lord in 2026 ? Does He have to show us His hands and His side? Do others believe because of
the way that we live?

Catholic Home Missions Collection: Next Weekend

The 2024 Annual Report of the Catholic Home Missions Appeal (CHMA), administered by the United States
Conference of Catholic Bishops (USCCB), underscores the appeal’s critical role in aiding mission dioceses across
the United States and its territories where poverty, isolation, or low Catholic populations hinder self-sustaining
ministries. Generating revenues of $9.7 million through national collections and investments, CHMA distributed
over $8.1 million in grants to support essential operations, with allocations prioritizing diocesan and parish
assistance (30%), faith formation (25%), and vocations for deacons, priests, and religious (22%). Highlighted
projects include training volunteer youth ministers and funding Sr. Thea Bowman Catholic School to empower
Black students in the economically distressed Diocese of Belleville; forming lay catechists for remote sacramental
preparation and enhancing pastoral care at Hope House residential facility in the island-based Diocese of
Samoa-Pago Pago; integrating Latino culture through Spanish-language marriage mentoring in the Diocese of
Dodge City; and bolstering family life programs, Project Rachel for post-abortion healing. . . . Chaired by
Archbishop W. Shawn McKnight of Kansas City in Kansas, this initiative ignites faith, evangelization, and
community support in marginalized areas, inviting ongoing donations to continue blessing those in spiritual need.

Renewed at the Table of the Lord: Beginning Our Journey

In this Easter season of new life and resurrection, our Diocese begins a journey of liturgical
renewal called Renewed at the Table of the Lord. Over the next two years, we will walk together
through the parts of the Mass, deepening our understanding and participation in the source and
summit of our Catholic life: the Holy Eucharist.

This renewal is an invitation to experience more fully what we already have: the incredible gift of
encountering the mystery of Christ's sacrifice made manifest in the Mass and God’s tremendous
love for each of us. The Second Vatican Council called all members of the Church to participate
fully, consciously, and actively in the liturgy.

This spring, we are focusing on the Introductory Rites: those opening moments when we gather as
the Body of Christ, ask for God's mercy, and prepare to hear God’s word. In the fall, we will explore
the Liturgy of the Word. Next Lent brings the Liturgy of the Eucharist. And in fall 2027, we will
reflect on being sent forth as missionary disciples in the Concluding Rites.

This journey is part of our diocesan Pastoral Plan, which culminates in 2031 under the patronage of
Our Lady of Guadalupe. Just as our Blessed Mother leads us to her Son, this renewal helps us
discover how the Mass forms us, nourishes us, and sends us forth to love and serve. Our parish
liturgical leaders have been trained and are ready to guide us in this renewal.

In the weeks ahead, watch for articles in our bulletin, resources on our parish website, diocesan
social media posts, and other opportunities to learn more. Most importantly, come to Mass with
open hearts and bring all that you are before the Lord, who promises to be with us always.

Let us walk this journey together, allowing the Mass to transform us into the people God calls us to
be. May Our Lady of Guadalupe guide us closer to her Son, that we — as individuals, our parish and
the entire Catholic community of Santa Clara County — may be Renewed at the Table of the Lord.

The Importance
of Trust

w e can readily understand Thomas’ insistence
upon seeing things with his own eyes. Would
you believe it if someone told you that a friend
whose funeral you had attended was now walking
through walls?

At some time or other, all of us have been tricked
into believing something we later found out was
untrue and remember how foolish we felt. Haven't
our parents told us not to believe everything we
hear? Haven't our teachers taught us to do our own
research? Doubt serves a valuable purpose, and we
would be naive to disregard it.

At the same time, we know that doubt can
become a way of life, overstepping its usefulness.
During the COVID pandemic, for example, some
refused to believe even the most knowledgeable
medical voices in the nation. Like Thomas, they
insisted that unless they'd “done their own
research,” they wouldn't believe. Such a stance
ignores that unless you are a scientist working in a
medical lab, even “your own research” will be based
on an act of belief that what you are reading of
others’ research is correct. Doubt is good, but only
in combination with a healthy dose of humility. In
the end, the world turns on an axis of trust.

At the close of today’s gospel, Jesus names as
“blessed” those able to discern what is true and
believe not only because of what they have seen
with their own eyes but also because of what they
have heard through their ears from sources worthy
of their trust. ®

En el Segundo Domingo de Pascua, nuestro Evangelio narra una aparicion de Jesus a los Apodstoles la noche de
Pascua y luego nuevamente el domingo siguiente. Aunque este relato suele centrarse en “Tomas el incrédulo”, quien
no estaba presente cuando los Apdstoles encontraron por primera vez al Sefior Resucitado, siempre he pensado que a
Tomas, como decimos, “le han dado mala fama”.

Colecta Para las Misiones Catolicas en el Hogar: Proximo fin de Semana

El Informe Anual 2024 de la Colecta para las Misiones Catolicas en el Hogar (CHMA), administrada por la
Conferencia de Obispos Catoélicos de los Estados Unidos (USCCB), destaca el papel fundamental de esta campafia
en el apoyo a diocesis misioneras en todo el pais y sus territorios, donde la pobreza, el aislamiento o una baja
poblacion catodlica dificultan el sostenimiento de los ministerios. Con ingresos de $9.7 millones provenientes de
colectas nacionales e inversiones, el CHMA distribuyd mas de $8.1 millones en subvenciones para apoyar
operaciones esenciales. Las asignaciones priorizan la asistencia a diocesis y parroquias (30%), la formacion en la fe
(25%) y las vocaciones al diaconado, sacerdocio y vida religiosa (22%). Entre los proyectos destacados se incluyen:
la formacion de ministros juveniles voluntarios y el apoyo a la Escuela Catolica Sr. Thea Bowman para empoderar a
estudiantes afroamericanos en la Didcesis de Belleville; la formacion de catequistas laicos para la preparacion
sacramental en 4reas remotas y el fortalecimiento del cuidado pastoral en Hope House en la Didcesis de Samoa-Pago
Pago; la integracion de la cultura latina mediante mentoria matrimonial en espafiol en la Diocesis de Dodge City; y
el fortalecimiento de programas de vida familiar y el Proyecto Raquel para la sanacion después del aborto. Esta
iniciativa, presidida por el Arzobispo W. Shawn McKnight de Kansas City en Kansas, promueve la fe, la
evangelizacion y el apoyo comunitario en areas marginadas, e invita a continuar con donaciones para seguir
bendiciendo a quienes estan en necesidad espiritual.
