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From Monsignor Fran

Walking with Jesus on the road [to Emmaus] is an image for the Church in the Twenty-First Century, as we approach a
renewed sense of “synodality,” which is defined as “walking together.”

From Claude Al I found this concise description, which may help us to understand this movement in the Church:

Synodality (from Greek syn = "together" + hodos = "way/path") is a theological and ecclesiological concept in the
Catholic Church referring to the manner in which the Church walks together as the People of God — clergy, religious,
and laity — in communion, participation, and mission. The term derives from synod (a gathering or council), but
synodality refers not just to formal meetings but to a fundamental style and structure of being Church.

Key Dimensions

Communion — The Church is understood as a community of baptized believers in relationship with one another and
with God, not merely a hierarchical institution.

Participation — All the faithful, by virtue of their baptism, have a role in the life and mission of the Church. This
doesn't mean everyone governs equally, but that everyone's voice, charism, and witness matters.

Mission — The purpose of walking together is not inward-looking self-governance, but outward-facing service and
proclamation of the Gospel.

The Teaching Magisterium

Pope Francis made synodality a hallmark of his pontificate. In 2018 he stated that synodality is “the specific modus
vivendi et operandi [way of living and acting] of the Church.” The 2021-2024 Synod on Synodality was his signature
initiative to embed this approach globally — through listening sessions at parish, diocesan, national, and universal
levels.

Important Distinctions
« Synodality is not congregationalism or democracy in a political sense.
« It does not dissolve the distinction between ordained ministry and the laity.
« It is not new — proponents argue it recovers an ancient patristic sensibility, expressed in phrases like Saint
Cyprian's “nihil sine episcopo” (nothing without the bishop) and “nihil sine consilio vestro” (nothing without your
counsel, addressed to the faithful).

In Short
Synodality is the idea that the Church discerns and acts best when it genuinely listens — to Scripture, to Tradition, to
the Holy Spirit, and to one another across every level of ecclesial life.

On that Sunday, each year we hear from the
tenth chapter of the Gospel of Saint John, where we find Jesus describe Himself as the Good Shepherd and the Gate for
the sheep. This is the Sunday that has been chosen for our annual collection to benefit the Diocesan Priests Retirement
Fund. This fund assists the retired priests of our Diocese (currently there are 45) when other funds run out. Given the
priests’ relatively small pension and Social Security benefits, your generosity is most appreciated.

Introductory Rites: Welcoming & Participation

We Are Not Spectators: Our Vital Role at Mass

Have you ever thought of yourself as having a ministry at Mass? If you answered no, think again. Every
person who gathers for the Eucharist has a vital role to play. The Second Vatican Council called this the
ministry of the assembly—and we are part of it!

When we come to Mass, we are not simply individuals attending a private devotion. God invites us to
gather together to worship as one family. This is why our participation matters so much. When we stand,
we stand with our brothers and sisters. When we respond, our voices join the voice of the whole Church.
When we sing, we are not performing: we are praying.

Full, conscious, and active participation does not mean everyone must be a lector or choir member. But it
means something deeper than simply going through the motions on the outside. Think of two people at
Mass: one sings every song, knows every response, and greets everyone warmly. Another sits quietly, head
bowed, perhaps unable to sing that day — because something in the readings has quietly broken them open.
Which one is participating more fully? We cannot tell from the outside. What the Church is asking of us is
not a performance but an interior offering. It means coming to Mass as we truly are tired, grateful, broken,
searching, and hopeful before the Lord. The more humbly and authentically we bring ourselves to the
Eucharist, the more we are transformed by it.

Preparation, then, is less about arriving ready to do everything right and more about arriving willing to be
honest before God. A few simple actions can help. First, arrive at least five minutes before Mass starts to
quiet your heart, set aside the noise of the week. Second, join in the responses and songs. Your voice
matters, even if you think you cannot sing well. Third, when we move together, those shared postures are
not mere formality; they are a sign of our unity as one Body in Christ.

This week, reflect on how you participate at Mass: Are you fully present? Do you respond and sing? Do
you let the Mass shape your week? Ask the Holy Spirit to help you discover the beauty of being an active
member of the assembly—the Body of Christ

Three Basic Rules

he Emmaus story is about two disciples walking

T seven miles from lerusalem to a village called
Emmaus and their encounter with Jesus, whom they did
not recognize. The story is rich in both symbolism and
meaning. In a nutshell, it teaches us three basic rules
for the formation of Christian community: Welcome the
stranger. Break open the word. Celebrate the Eucharist.
When we are faithful to these practices, we are faithful
to the promise of the kingdom in our midst. If we
choose to ignore these basic rules, we should not be
surprised that we seem to be struggling.

Three out of three rules set the baseline. We cannot
congratulate ourselves if we follow one or two of them

well enough and ignore the third. We cannot pick and
choose. It is the Lord who sets the parameters; our
mission is only to respond positively in faith to what he
directs us to do.

How are we doing? An honest appraisal probably
suggests that improvement is needed. Each of our
local communities, and indeed even the wider Church,
sometimes struggles to form an Emmaus community
of faith. We know we can do better. The good news
is that we are not uninformed, and we know where
we need to place the most effort. The Holy Spirit of
God will show us how we need to apply this renewed
effort.

Where does my family and parish need improvement to form a genuinely faithful Emmaus community?

Ritos Introductorios: Acogida y Participacion
No Somos Espectadores: Nuestro Papel Vital en la Misa

(Alguna vez nos hemos considerado parte de un ministerio durante la misa? Si nuestra respuesta es
no, pensémoslo de nuevo. Cada persona que se reine para la Eucaristia tiene un papel fundamental
que desempeiiar. El Concilio Vaticano II lo denominé el ministerio de la asamblea, jy nosotros
formamos parte de €l!

Cuando venimos a la misa, no somos simplemente individuos que asisten a una devocion privada.
Dios nos invita a reunirnos para adorar como una sola familia. Por eso nuestra participacion es tan
importante. Cuando nos ponemos de pie, lo hacemos junto a nuestros hermanos y hermanas. Cuando
respondemos, nuestras voces se unen a la voz de toda la Iglesia. Cuando cantamos, no estamos
actuando: estamos rezando.

La participacion plena, consciente y activa no significa que todos debamos ser lectores 0 miembros
del coro. Pero significa algo mas profundo que simplemente seguir los movimientos externos.
Pensemos en dos personas en la misa: una canta todas las canciones, sabe todas las respuestas y
saluda a todos con calidez. La otra se sienta en silencio, con la cabeza inclinada, tal vez incapaz de
cantar ese dia —porque algo en las lecturas la ha conmovido profundamente. ;Cual de las dos esta
participando mas plenamente? No podemos saberlo desde afuera. Lo que la Iglesia nos pide no es
una actuacion, sino una ofrenda interior. Significa acudir a la misa tal como somos: cansados,
agradecidos, quebrantados, en busqueda y llenos de esperanza ante el Sefior. Cuanto mas humildes y
auténticos seamos al acercarnos a la Eucaristia, mas nos transformara.

La preparacidn, entonces, no consiste tanto en llegar listos para hacer todo bien, sino en llegar
dispuestos a ser sinceros ante Dios. Unas pocas acciones sencillas pueden ayudar Primero,
lleguemos al menos cinco minutos antes de que comience la misa para aquietar nuestro corazon y
dejar a un lado el ruido de la semana. Segundo, participemos en las respuestas y los cantos. Nuestra
voz importa, incluso si creemos que no cantamos bien. Tercero, cuando nos movemos juntos, esas
posturas compartidas no son mera formalidad; son un signo de nuestra unidad como un solo Cuerpo
en Cristo.

Esta semana, reflexionemos sobre como participamos en la misa: ;Estamos plenamente presentes?
(Respondemos y cantamos? ;Dejamos que la misa dé forma a nuestra semana? Pidamosle al
Espiritu Santo que nos ayude a descubrir la belleza de ser miembros activos de la asamblea: el
Cuerpo de Cristo.

Caminar con Jesus en el camino [hacia Emaus] es una imagen para la Iglesia en el siglo XXI, mientras nos
acercamos a un sentido renovado de “sinodalidad”, que se define como “caminar juntos”.

De Claude Al, encontré esta descripcion concisa, que puede ayudarnos a comprender este movimiento en la Iglesia:

La sinodalidad (del griego syn = “juntos” + hodos = “camino”) es un concepto teologico y eclesiologico en la
Iglesia Catolica que se refiere a la manera en que la Iglesia camina unida como el Pueblo de Dios — clero,
religiosos y laicos — en comunidn, participacion y mision. El término proviene de “sinodo” (una reunion o
asamblea), pero la sinodalidad no se refiere solo a encuentros formales, sino a un estilo y una estructura
fundamentales de ser Iglesia.

Dimensiones Clave

Comunion — La Iglesia se entiende como una comunidad de creyentes bautizados en relacion unos con otros y con
Dios, no simplemente como una institucion jerarquica.

Participacion — Todos los fieles, en virtud de su bautismo, tienen un papel en la vida y mision de la Iglesia. Esto
no significa que todos gobiernen de la misma manera, sino que la voz, los dones y el testimonio de cada uno
importan.

Mision — El proposito de caminar juntos no es centrarse en si mismos, sino servir hacia afuera y anunciar el
Evangelio.

El Magisterio de la Iglesia

El Papa Francisco ha hecho de la sinodalidad una caracteristica central de su pontificado. En 2018 afirm6 que la
sinodalidad es “el modo especifico de vivir y actuar de la Iglesia”. El Sinodo sobre la Sinodalidad 2021-2024 fue
su iniciativa principal para impulsar este enfoque a nivel global — mediante procesos de escucha en parroquias,
didcesis, paises y en toda la Iglesia universal.

Distinciones Importantes

» La sinodalidad no es congregacionalismo ni democracia en sentido politico.

« No elimina la distincion entre el ministerio ordenado y los laicos.

« No es algo nuevo — sus promotores sostienen que recupera una sensibilidad antigua de los Padres de la Iglesia,
expresada en frases como la de San Cipriano: “nihil sine episcopo” (nada sin el obispo) y “nihil sine consilio
vestro” (nada sin su consejo, dirigido a los fieles).

En resumen
La sinodalidad es la idea de que la Iglesia discierne y actlia mejor cuando realmente escucha — a la Escritura, a la
Tradicion, al Espiritu Santo y a los demas en todos los niveles de la vida eclesial.
