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From Monsignor Fran

Celebrating Our Patroness, Saint Clare of Assisi

Saint Clare had a strong devotion to the Blessed Sacrament.

One day in 1240, Saracen soldiers (on
behalf of the Holy Roman Emperor
Frederick I1, who had a feud with Pope
Innocent IV), invaded the town of Assisi
in Italy and prepared to attack the
monastery (convent) of San Damiano
where Clare and her sisters lived. Clare,
who was ill, held a pyx containing the
Holy Eucharist and prayed to Jesus for
the protection of her, her sisters, and the
town, and she heard a voice say, "I will
always protect you". Miraculously, the
Saracens were overcome with fear and
fled the convent and the town.

Each year, on June 22, the people of Assisi celebrate the Festa del Voto (the
Feast of the Vow), a festival commemorating the monastery's and the town's
liberation from the Saracen invaders, thanks to the prayerful and miraculous
intercession of Clare. During the celebration, people solemnly process from
the Cattedrale di San Rufino (Cathedral of San Rufino), in the historic center
of Assisi, to the Basilica di Santa Chiara (Basilica of Saint Clare) which
contains Clare's remains, and ultimately to the Santuario San Damiano
(Sanctuary of San Damiano), where Clare and her sisters resided for over 40
years. During the Festa del Voto, the original text from the decree which
established the annual day of thanksgiving to Saint Clare -- and which was
passed on May 26, 1644, is ceremoniously read aloud.

A Reflection on Magnifica Humanitas by Bishop Oscar Cantu

Continued from last week

When Pope Leo XIII wrote his encyclical, Rerum Novarum in 1891, the world was in the middle of a revolution it did
not fully understand. Factories had transformed daily life. Workers were vulnerable. The future felt uncertain. The
Church spoke then not to condemn progress, but to insist that progress had to service humanity, not the other way
around.

We are living in that kind of moment again.
Pope Leo XIV is responding to the current moment with his encyclical Magnifica Humanitas noting the challenges
that artificial intelligence brings to humanity today.

What strikes me most about the current moment is the fact that the creators of artificial intelligence are in many cases
frightened by what they have created. The engineers and researchers who created these systems have been the ones
reaching out to philosophers, theologians, and pastors seeking a moral voice on these immensely powerful
technologies. That should give every one of us pause. And it should give us hope because it means the conversation
Pope Leo XIV is inviting us into is one the world is already hungry for.

Through a review of the Church’s treasury of wisdom, Magnifica Humanitas offers a voice of caution and reorients
our focus to the common good of humanity. Magnifica Humanitas does not ask us to fear artificial intelligence. It
asks us to be wise about it. The use of such powerful technologies has the ability to do tremendous good in favor of
humanity and yet to also cause irreparable damage to individuals, communities, and societies. It calls us back to what
we already know: that the common good matters more than efficiency, that human dignity cannot be optimized away,
that the decisions being made right now in laboratories, boardrooms, and legislatures, will shape our lives and the
lives of our children and grandchildren in ways we are only beginning to understand.

I encourage us all to read Magnifica Humanitas not only with an open mind and heart, but with hope in

humanity. Hope that we can indeed be good and do good. Hope that humanity, guided by wisdom and grace, can
choose to build something worthy of our dignity.

The Tower of Babel is not just a biblical story. It is a warning about what happens when power concentrates and
wisdom is left out of the room. We have a chance, right now, to make different choices in the coming months
regarding the use of Artificial Intelligence. The Church has something to say about that. And so do you.

Una reflexion sobre Magnifica Humanitas por el Obispo Oscar Cantu

Cuando el Papa Leon XIII escribio su enciclica Rerum Novarum en 1891, el mundo se encontraba en medio de una
revolucion que aun no comprendia del todo.

A través de una revision del tesoro de sabiduria de la Iglesia, Magnifica Humanitas ofrece una voz de cautela y vuelve a
centrar nuestra atencion en el bien comin de la humanidad. Magnifica Humanitas no nos pide que temamos a la
inteligencia artificial. Nos pide que actuemos con sabiduria. El uso de tecnologias tan poderosas tiene la capacidad de hacer
un enorme bien en favor de la humanidad, pero también de causar dafos irreparables a personas, comunidades y sociedades.

Los animo a todos a leer Magnifica Humanitas no solo con una mente y un corazon abiertos, sino también con
esperanza en la humanidad. Esperanza de que podemos ser buenos y hacer el bien. Esperanza de que la humanidad, guiada

por la sabiduria y la gracia, puede elegir construir algo digno de nuestra dignidad.

La Torre de Babel no es solo una historia biblica. Es una advertencia sobre lo que sucede cuando el poder se concentra y la
sabiduria queda fuera de la conversacion. Tenemos la oportunidad, ahora mismo, de tomar decisiones diferentes en los

proximos meses respecto al uso de la inteligencia artificial. La Iglesia tiene algo que decir al respecto. Y usted también.

	Builders of Communion, Not Architects of Babel May 26, 2026 A Reflection on Magnifica Humanitas by Bishop Oscar Cantú
	When Pope Leo XIII wrote his encyclical, Rerum Novarum in 1891, the world was in the middle of a revolution it did not fully understand. Factories had transformed daily life. Workers were vulnerable. The future felt uncertain. The Church spoke then not to condemn progress, but to insist that progress had to service humanity, not the other way around.
	We are living in that kind of moment again. Pope Leo XIV is responding to the current moment with his encyclical Magnifica Humanitas noting the challenges that artificial intelligence brings to humanity today.
	What strikes me most about the current moment is the fact that the creators of artificial intelligence are in many cases frightened by what they have created. The engineers and researchers who created these systems have been the ones reaching out to philosophers, theologians, and pastors seeking a moral voice on these immensely powerful technologies. That should give every one of us pause. And it should give us hope because it means the conversation Pope Leo XIV is inviting us into is one the world is already hungry for.
	Through a review of the Church’s treasury of wisdom, Magnifica Humanitas offers a voice of caution and reorients our focus to the common good of humanity. Magnifica Humanitas does not ask us to fear artificial intelligence. It asks us to be wise about it. The use of such powerful technologies has the ability to do tremendous good in favor of humanity and yet to also cause irreparable damage to individuals, communities, and societies. It calls us back to what we already know: that the common good matters more than efficiency, that human dignity cannot be optimized away, that the decisions being made right now in laboratories, boardrooms, and legislatures, will shape our lives and the lives of our children and grandchildren in ways we are only beginning to understand.
	I encourage us all to read Magnifica Humanitas not only with an open mind and heart, but with hope in humanity. Hope that we can indeed be good and do good. Hope that humanity, guided by wisdom and grace, can choose to build something worthy of our dignity.
	The Tower of Babel is not just a biblical story. It is a warning about what happens when power concentrates and wisdom is left out of the room. We have a chance, right now, to make different choices in the coming months regarding the use of Artificial Intelligence. The Church has something to say about that. And so do you.
